Only Thing Worth Dying For: Records of the
Land They Loved" and "If Living were a Crime: Evidence
Your Ancestors Left at the Scene."

Gone With the Wind may be cliched, and it's certainly
not "politically correct," but Margaret Mitchell showed
real insight into the Southerner's love of place when she
wrote, "Land is the only thing in the world that amounts
to anything for 'tis the only thing in this world that lasts ...
'tis the only thing worth working for, worth fighting for -
worth dying for."

Moody will explain how in-depth study of the land
records your ancestors created can really pay off. She will
present in-depth case studies of interesting "finds" in land
records and explain how they can be used to prove
relationships. As in all of her lectures, Moody presents
both methodological and historical perspectives.

No matter where you go, no matter what you do, you
almost always leave information about yourself. It
wasn't all that different when your ancestors were
around. In their day to day lives, they likely left bits and
pieces of evidence.

Moody will show you how to combine these small clues
into a more thorough analysis of

your ancestors' lives, for a clearer

picture of what they did and who

they were.

Sharon Tate Moody is a

professional genealogist whose

love of history and passion for

A retired law enforcement
investigator, Moody peppers her talks with examples from
her own successes and frustrations. Her time as a State of
Georgia certified law enforcement instructor, professional
training and experience in journalism and years of
genealogical experiences make her uniquely qualified to
address audiences about a variety of topics.

Kennedy at South County Regional
Library as he talks about the role of
the Scots-Irish in the founding of the
United States. Kennedy is the author of
The Making of America: The Scots-Irish
in the Revolutionary War, his latest
book, and a series of books about the
Scots-Irish in the U.S., including The
Scots-Irish in the Carolinas. He will
offer copies of all seven of his books
for sale, and hold an autographing
session.

Kennedy's books tell the inspiring story
of how a highly-determined and
courageous, God-fearing people from
the north of Ireland influenced the
making of America from the time they
first traveled across the Atlantic in large
numbers in the early 18th century and
in the years following the Declaration of
Independence. Forging a civilization out
of a wilderness was a very real
challenge for the tens of thousands
