ABSTRACT 
 
In 1799, Conrad Reed, the young son of John Reed, found a large and unusual rock 
that he took home, where the family used it as a doorstop. Three years later in 1802, it 
was identified as gold. This set off the beginning of gold mining in Mecklenburg County.
